1. Naifa Busaidy: Metabolism & Nutrition Disorders SOC: Hypercholesteremia – our group proposes that this term be removed as clinically it does not provide much information. There are terms for hypertriglyceridemia and increased LDL – these two terms are more relevant to for toxicity grading purposes and intervention.  If a patient has hypercholesteremia – it is more important to discover which component of cholesterol is increased (TG, LDL) vs. general hypercholesteremia. 
SC Decision: Keep Hypercholesteremia (10 out of 14 votes). Add new term Increased LDL. (11 out of 14 votes)
2. Ann Tompkins: General Disorder & Neoplasm SOC: 

· Percy Ivy feels that the new CTCAE needs both secondary malignancy and second malignancy.  The issue is tracking the new malignancies, and the timing.  You might not know at the time of the report if it were a second malignancy or a secondary malignancy.
SC Decision: Keep Secondary Malignancy. Add new term Second primary malignancy (11 out of 14 votes)
· Thrombus in catheter: Is it a patient AE or a device malfunction. Should Gr 4 & 5 need to be eliminated?
SC Decision: Delete Grade 4 and 5 (12 out of 15 votes)
3. Alice Chen: Cardiac Disorders: 
· Superior vena cava syndrome – To be added to Vascular SOC or elsewhere.
SC Decision: Add Superior vena cava syndrome (10 out of 14 votes)
4. Mario Lacouture: Mucoskeletal SOC: 
· Osteoporosis
Add osteoporotic fracture. 
SC Decision: Add Osteoporotic fracture (9 out of 14 votes)
5. Shivaani Kummar: Gastrointestinal SOC: Tooth Development Disorder: Proposed Grade 1: Hypoplasia of tooth or enamel not interfering with function. Proposed grade 2: Functional impairment correctable with oral surgery. Discuss with SC use of 'function'
