Also attached are the slides from the March 6 Centra session.  Remember, these slides reflect information prior to the work we did during the call.  The counts and grading scale definitions have changed since then.

Also remember, our objective is to provide the most descriptive, most clinically relevant AE grading scale possible.  Therefore 100% consistency across grading scales is not appropriate.  We must have wherever possible clinical descriptors for each AE grading scale that are verifiable on the medical record, descriptors that we hope will facilitate consistent rating among clinicians / research staff.  However, when general descriptions are listed for a grading scale, we hope to reach agreement on the best short list of general descriptions.  And we must try do all this within the realm of current data standards collection, exchange, and analysis requirements.
