	Objective:
	Build, deploy and test a Silver-compliant system using the SDK Code Generator

	Files Needed:
	C:\bootcamp\cacoresdk
C:\bootcamp\jboss-4.0.5.GA



	Instructions:
	1. Open a command prompt window or terminal window and change directory to the location where you extracted the caCORE SDK.  To do this in Windows:

a. Click Start | Run
b. Type cmd and click Ok
c. Enter cd c:\bootcamp\cacoresdk\SDK4
2. Enter: ant build-system at the command prompt

3. During the build process, several additional windows may appear.  Do not close these windows.
4. A BUILD SUCCESSFUL message means that you now have a running Silver-compliant system!

5. Open a command prompt window or terminal window and change directory to the location where you extracted the caCORE SDK.  To do this in Windows:

a. Click Start | Run
b. Type cmd and click Ok
c. Enter cd c:\bootcamp\cacoresdk\SDK4\output\example\package\webapp 

d. Enter copy example.war c:\bootcamp\cacoresdk\jboss-4.0.5.GA\server\default\deploy
6. Start the server:

a. Click Start | Run
b. Type cmd and click Ok
c. Enter cd c:\bootcamp\cacoresdk\jboss-4.0.5.GA\bin 

d. Enter run.bat
7. To test your system, use your browser to navigate to http://localhost:8080/example 
8. Query the domain objects and database

9. Open a command prompt window or terminal window and change directory to the location to the output client directory.  To do this in Windows:

a. Click Start | Run
b. Type cmd and click Ok
c. Enter cd c:\cacoresdk\SDK4\output\example\package\remote-client
10. Enter ant at the command prompt 
(This will execute JAVA API Client and get data from the server)



	Solution:
	If you were unable to build the system as described in the previous section of instructions, then you can follow the steps below to see the output

1. Open a command prompt window or terminal window and start application server.  To do this in Windows:

a. Click Start | Run
b. Type cmd and click Ok
c. Enter cd c:\bootcamp\jboss-4.0.5-solution\bin\run.bat
2. To test your system, use your browser to navigate to http://localhost:8080/example 

3. Query the domain objects and database

4. Open a command prompt window or terminal window and change directory to the location to the output client directory.  To do this in Windows:

d. Click Start | Run
e. Type cmd and click Ok
f. Enter cd c:\cacoresdk\SDK4-solution\output\example\package\remote-client
5. Enter ant the command prompt 
(This will execute JAVA API Client and get data from the server)
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
