The physician removes a mass from the patient and the mass is prepared (only placed in a container) as a specimen for lab pathology.  An assistant accesses the order screen and selects one or more lab tests or panels , selects that a specimen has been collected (which prints a barcode lab by configuration), and attaches the specimen lab to the specimen.  The order application creates a requisition to attach to the specimen for lab processing.  The provider’s office arranges for transport of the specimen to the lab.
