	· The model dimension covered by this use case is of ordering a battery of diagnostic tests; known by a common name.  Only the coded battery test is communicated by the placer (Provider) to the filler (Performing Laboratory) via the requisition and not the specific and individual battery test components.  
· This use case is paired with a fulfillment use case that details steps 3.3 thru 3.4.  The key to the business process in this use case is for the ordering Provider to be able to determine when the Laboratory has completed all activities related to the requested diagnostic service.


Flow of Events
1. Patient presents at Provider’s office

2. Provider evaluates Patient’s condition, treatment plan, current statistics

3. Provider requests diagnostic testing (level 1 statement)
