· Recommended the following changes:
· Rename Conceptual Functional Service Specification to Conceptual Information Model (CIM).  The CIM is designed to aggregate all artifacts associated with the design of the conceptual model

· Separate optional from required artifacts in the matrix

· Change use cases (in UML) to service use cases and mark this as optional.  
· Reference use case mapping to the BAM (CS or LS BAM)
· Include definitions of the artifacts in supporting documentation

· Reviewed the Molecular Service Scope and Description Document (https://gforge.nci.nih.gov/svnroot/cabiodb/ECCF/artifacts/Molecular_Annotation_caBIG_Service_Scope_Description.doc).  

· Recommended the following changes:
· Reference BAM use cases on knowledge bases/planned research.  Elaine Freund will assist in providing information regarding the BAM use case.

· Add a tabular representation of the mapping to the BAM use cases in the scope document

· Add business scenarios to demonstrate the purpose of the service

· Remove references to service advertisement, discovery, and federation.  Information can be included in conformance statements in the engineering viewpoint.

· Add section on references to list of referenced artifacts (e.g. BAM) and artifact version 
· Suggested adding a sign-off sheet or other mechanism for recording document approval

· Discussed process for change management and document approval

· Process is currently evolving.  The LS CAT team needs to discuss this process with the CS CAT team.

· Ragu Chintalapati will be the primary point of contact for recommending changes to the documents to the ESST team
