4. Provider has access to an order application

5. Information required to fulfill the order, would be available in the eHR.  E.g. Demographic/Diagnosis/Lab results.

	 This is a standard process for ordering a diagnostic imaging study as a result of a standard assessment at the examination stage.


Flow of Events
1. Provider and patient have an encounter 

2. Provider performs routine examination of patient

3. Provider evaluates current patient condition, review available diagnostic test results and treatment plan if one exists.

4. Provider accesses the order application to request diagnostic imaging study.

5. Provider selects appropriate study types and options.  

6. Provider incorporates pertinent patient information, including demographics, billing and clinical,  from within the EHR and/or inserts notations to the order.

7. Provider submits the diagnostic imaging study order.

a. Provider receives diagnostic imaging study order receipt.  

b. Note:  Receiving system replies with acknowledgement of receipt, contents of order and intent to perform the exam.  Any error conditions, including absence of acknowledgement from imaging facility are subsequently raised to the Registrar.
8. Registrar arranges appointment at Diagnostic Imaging Lab 

9. Patient is instructed on logistics and schedule for DI testing by the registrar.

10. The imaging study activities are entered into the patient calendar.
