	· The model dimension covered by this use case is of ordering a battery of diagnostic tests; known by a common name.  Only the coded battery test is communicated by the placer (Provider) to the filler (Performing Laboratory) via the requisition and not the specific and individual battery test components.  
· This use case is paired with a fulfillment use case that details steps 3.3 thru 3.4.  The key to the business process in this use case is for the ordering Provider to be able to determine when the Laboratory has completed all activities related to the requested diagnostic service.


Flow of Events
1. Provider (primary) refers patient to oncologist for cancer treatment
2. Provider and Patient have an encounter

3. Provider evaluates Patient’s condition, treatment plan, current statistics, requests diagnostics

3.1. Provider orders diagnostic testing
3.1.1. provider selects CBC

3.1.2. exits diagnostic testing selection screen (no more requests on this order requisition)

3.1.3. Patient receives lab location information

3.1.4. Patient receives instructions (e.g. don’t eat the night before going to the lab) and 

3.1.5. Patient receives directions to the lab itself (or list of potential labs) for specimen collection

3.2. Specimen is collected

3.3. Performing laboratory tests specimen, communicates results

4. Provider updates treatment plan
5. Patient is treated, outcomes documented

The physician accesses the order management application, accesses the order screen, selects a CBC (battery of tests), and exits (indicates there are no more tests/batteries for this order requisition).  The order application creates a requisition for the patient to take to the lab.
