	· The Outcomes Repository is something distinct from the state registries to which a provider submits information.  It requires the provider to register, and the patient to provide consent.  It may require de-identification of provider and patient.

Flow of Events
1. Care Provider (Submitter) collects patient consent to participate in the Outcomes Repository as part of the patient visit.  Care Provider (Submitter) updates the patient’s record in his local EHR.

2. Provider EHR updates the patient record [covered by a general Data Management use case].

3. Provider EHR evaluates the Outcomes Repository system preferences for the Care Provider (Submitter)

a. If Care Provider (Submitter) must confirm the posting of any data

i. Provider EHR prompts Care Provider (Submitter) to confirm

1. If Care Provider (Submitter) confirms, the use case continues to Step 4

2. If Care Provider (Submitter) denies, the use case ends.

b. If Care Provider (Submitter) is not prompted for confirmation prior to any data being posted

i. The use case continues to Step 4
4. Provider EHR extracts information to be sent to Outcomes Repository and packages in the standardized format and standardized data structure 
for submission to the Outcomes Repository. 

a. Demographics, excluding contact information (birth date, gender, race, ?); address city [question: for registry information what is needed, city or zip], primary occupation code
i. Look at Information Model – in Patient (sex, birth date), Person
b. Diagnosis and date of diagnosis, if available

5. Provider EHR sends the extracted Outcomes information to the Outcomes Repository
6. Outcomes Repository receives the Outcomes information
7. Outcomes Repository reconciles 
(e.g., running terminology mapping for example) and validates the Outcomes information (e.g., structure, valid values)
8. The Outcomes Repository creates the patient record using the validated  Outcomes information

a. Outcomes Repository validates that patient does not exist in the Outcomes Repository.  [Use demographics] patient matching algorithms
i. Patient does not exist

1. Outcomes Repository creates patient record and assigns Outcomes Repository Patient Identifier.

2. Outcomes Repository sets the transaction status to Successful.
