Dr. Primary retrieves Nelda's immunization history and sees that she has never received an HPV (human papillomavirus) vaccine even though the recommended schedule is three shots over six months for 11 to 12 year old girls.
After discussing with Nelda, Dr. Primary administers the first of three doses of Gardasil to Nelda and records the details of the administration as part of Nelda’s medical history.
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
