Ned Nuclear is a 42 year old who has been under Dr. Tumor’s care for leukemia, relapsed after first remission.  Dr. Tumor had referred Ned for an allogeneic bone marrow transplant.  He is now returning to her care with instructions to support his platelets with transfusion if necessary, using irradiated product.  Dr. Tumor is also responsible for repeating standard immunizations once Ned’s immune reconstitution is stabilized, according to a protocol defined schedule, based upon Day 1 of the transplant.  
Dr. Tumor retrieves Ned’s immunization history as well as target dates for recommended immunizations.
Dr. Tumor s EHR supports entry of the information that Ned can only receive irradiated, CMV negative blood products.  The EHR furthermore indicates the day that marrow was infused (transplant day 1) and target dates for the individual immunizations, plus an outline of the schedule for prophylactic antimicrobials and tapering immunosuppression through the first year after transplant.
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
