Decisions made in discussion between David George and Ulli Wagner on 08/31/2005

1. The type attribute in the log object will be used to store actions that were taken for a particular model e.g. screener assigned, screener rejected, editor assigned. This must correspond to the visibility states which are employed in the 2-tier application

2. The notes attribute in the log object will be used to store comments made by screeners and editors. Screeners and Editors can only enter comments when they reject or request more information respectively.

3. A time stamp should be entered for each entry in the log table.

4. The reviewstatuskey 3 which represents “editor assigned” and was used in DATOP will be replaced by the visibility status 5 which represents also “editor assigned”. Since the entries in the log table are strings instead of IDs this has been already taken care off.
