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1 Introduction
This scope document describes the Planned Calendar service. A related service, the Scheduled Calendar service is described in a separate scope document. This scope document should be read in conjunction with the Scheduled Calendar scope document.
The main business driver behind the Planned Calendar service is to manage the distribution and amendment of protocol-specific templates of activities. The Scheduled Calendar service will use these templates to generate schedules of activities, distribute schedules, and manage changes to schedules for a study subject.  

Users will save completed templates or amendments to existing templates using the Planned Calendar Service.  Users will invoke the Scheduled Calendar Service to apply the appropriate parts of a template (via the Planned Calendar Service) in order to generate a schedule of activities for a patient.

5 Service Scope

The scope of the service is the creation and management of Planned Calendar Templates. The creation and management of subject specific scheduled calendars is not in scope of this service – this functionality is handled by the Scheduled Calendar Service.

6 Service Interactions

The Planned Calendar Service will be used by 
1. External Applications/Functions:  Applications and functions that need to look up Planned Calendar Template details at the template level.
This service will use other external services such as 

1. Protocol Management Service: The Planned Calendar Service will perform a lookup against the Protocol Management Service to ensure that the study is valid and approved.

7 Assumptions and Risks

The original concept for these services was as a single service called “Treatment Plan.”  Based upon the function of the service and its applicability to a broader range of protocols than those focused on treatment, this service was broken into two separate services.
