	Eve Everywoman is a 47 year old woman, who has recently discovered a lump in her breast and has subsequently been referred to Dr. Trudy Tumor, a medical oncologist for a consultation.  Dr. Tumor has previously ordered chemotherapy treatments for Eve and the order was sent to Susan Script, a pharmacist.
Susie accesses the Oncoware® program and reviews the order along with relevant information in Eve’s EHR. Through Susie Script’s affiliation with Dr. Tumor’s collaborative oncology practice her laboratory has “privileges” to access Eve’s caEHR. If Susie has any questions concerning the chemotherapy order she will query Dr. Tumor using a secure real-time messaging function. 

Susie Script prepares the chemotherapy using the Oncoware® drug preparation instructions and generates label(s) with the appropriate identification information and administration instructions. Susie Script assures that the chemotherapy is transported to Dr Tumor’s cancer center in time for Eve’s scheduled visit.  

Eve Everywoman and her husband arrive at Dr.Tumor’s office for her first cycle of chemotherapy.  They are given general chemo information and drug specific information is reviewed with Mrs. Eve Everywoman and her husband.  After the first cycle of chemotherapy drugs is administered, the details of the administration are documented and recorded as part of Eve’s medical record. These details include the start and stop time for the IV infusion of chemo-medications. It was noted that due to the occurrence of nausea the infusion rate was decreased and the infusion time went from 2 hours to 3 hours, and Eve was given a dose of antiemetic medication. Dr. Tumor will see this in Eve caEHR prior to the next visit and consider need for alternative measures. According to Eve’s chemo-calendar she will have blood work done in 19 days and her second infusion in 21 days.
