Actors: Lab A Manager, Lab B Manager

Applications:

Lab A and Lab B each have an instance of caLIMS v2.  Person records for Lab A and Lab B are managed through the NCI-CBIIT Person and Organization (PO) instance.  

Scenario:

Lab A Manager and Lab B Manager have permission to create new Person records in the PO instance.  They have /read/update/delete permission on records they have created.  They may grant read permission on records they have created to other PO users.  

Lab A Manger creates a new Person record for Lab A Technician and then grants read permission on this record to Lab B Manager.  Only Lab A Manager may modify this Person record.  Lab B Manager gets information about Lab A Technician via the Lab B caLIMS instance’s connection to the NCI-CBIIT PO service.
