· Discussed the need for utility classes (GeneSearchCriteria) as inputs/outputs to the service methods

· Discussed options for representing the MA service utility classes in UML for generation of grid services as a workaround to the caCORE SDK.  Options include 1) manual code generation of the utility package 2) inclusion of the utility classes in the information model and use of empty database tables 3) creation of separate projects for utility packages.  Plan to discuss options and level of effort at our caBIO weekly meeting.
· Discussed need to complete example CQL query for demonstration at the caBIG Annual meeting.  Discussed limiting the scope of the supported queries to meet the milestone, if needed.
