· David Hau is now working with Scott Oster on the use of ISO 21090 data types in both the semantic and technology infrastructure

· The latest SAIF IG provides information of QA and the certification process
· There will be a library of conformance tests that can validate conformance assertions.  The tests will provide a common approach for testing assertions that can be tailored to address specific service needs.
