· Reviewed the caBIO ECCF-Lite RESTful services specification
· Discussed three service types: 1) non-ECCF (Legacy) 2) ECCF-Lite 3) ECCF Compliant
· Discussed whether achieving syntactic and semantic interoperability is possible in ECCF-Lite specifications and at what level

· The RESTful API is non-standardized in terms of implementation.  Organizations (and the caCORE SDK) implement RESTful services differently.  Discussed the need for best practices in the RESTful API to achieve syntactic interoperability.  This may include a common mechanism for querying RESTful resources.

· Indicated that an object model should not be required to represent semantics in ECCF-Lite RESTful services

· Discussed the use of WADL and RDF triplets to describe RESTful services and associated semantics.
· Discussed the need for an ECCF-Lite specification that is human and computer understandable
· Discussed the need for the ECCF-Lite specification to provide a transition path to an ECCF compliant service
· Described the relationship between lowering the barrier to entry and providing a linear value proposition

· Discussed providing a minimal set of documentation to plug into the grid infrastructure in support of service discovery

· Discussed leveraging GenePattern’s approach involving the use of specific file formats to describe semantics

· Referenced the BIRN approach for advertising and discovering files with limited semantics

· Discussed the need to leverage another existing service (non-caBIO) to inform the ECCF-Lite specification

· Note: At the caBIO weekly status meeting, it was suggested that the BioDBNet service be leveraged for the second ECCF-Lite specification example
· Discussed reviewing the ECCF-Lite specification with the grid and semantic 2.0 team and discuss service discovery with limited semantic descriptions
