· The MGI Public Ad Hoc SQL Server is available for running custom SQL queries against the MGI database. 

· MGI uses Sybase relational databases to store information.

· You must install client software that can connect to a Sybase data server in order to query the database. You can use free clients such as JDBC (Java), ODBC (Windows) or SQuirreL SQL (http://squirrel-sql.sourceforge.net/).

· See our example JDBC Client. You can also use this to verify that your SQL account is active. 

Schema Browser 

· In order to write your own custom SQL query, you must be familiar with SQL and the MGI database schema. 

· For help with the database schema, use the Schema Browser available in the Web Interface.  (http://www.informatics.jax.org/schema/)
